1. amorce (2 minutes)

5. listening/writing (6 minutes): recording (track 12 of the cd where there is the Take That text as well). “We will listen to it twice, write as many key words as you can, because after you will have to use them and discuss them.
6. Oral (5 minutes): In pairs they have to share what they understood from the recording They use their keywords.

7. Complete the text: (15 minutes): “Now that you have a good idea of Amy Jonhson, we will learn more details. I am going to give you a text”
I ask someone to read the assignment.
