More facts...
Many Belgian towns celebrate Carnival, typically with costume parades and parties.

The main parades of the Carnival of Binche take place during the 3 days before Lent. 
The most important participants are the Gilles, who go out in their traditional costumes on 
Mardi Gras and throw blood oranges to the crowd. Carnival in Binche has a history dating 
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back at least to the 16th century. 

Other large carnival celebrations are held in Aalst and Malmedy.
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Some Belgian cities hold carnivals later 
during Lent. One of the best known is 
Stavelot, where the Carnaval de la   

Laetare takes place on “Laetare Sunday”,   

the 4th Sunday of Lent. The most well-
known participants are the Blancs-Moussis, 
dressed in white and wearing long red noses. 
They parade through town throwing confetti 
and beating drums. 
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
