Past Simple Questions
To form a question in the past simple: we use “did” + the infinitive form:

Example: did you bang your head?
Exception: with the auxiliary be, we inverse it with the subject:
Example: 
Weren’t you at the zoo yesterday?

Wasn’t he a guitarist?

“Do” and “be” are both auxiliaries and we can inverse them with the subject.



This type of questions is called: YES-NO questions
You can also use the wh-words to form questions in the past simple.

Example: 
Where did you go? What did you drink?

This type of questions is called: WH-questions.
