On utilise souvent le présent pour les récits dans un style informel.
On utilise le présent simple pour les choses/événements qui se succedent (qui arrivent les unes apres les autres).

On utilise le présent continu pour décrire un contexte — des choses qui se déroulent déja quand I'histoire démarre,
ou qui continuent a travers le récit.

There's this Scotsman, you see, and he's walking through the jungle when he meets a gorilla. And the gorilla’s eating a snake sandwich. So the Scotsman goes
up to the gorilla and says...

“How do | get to the station?” ““You go straight on for half a mile, then you come to a garage, you turn left and then you take the first right.” (Instructions
